K-12. The application to the Professional Program and Internship Application must be submitted to the College of Education by March 15 if Internship
A will take place in the fall semester and by December 1 if internship A will take place in the spring semester. The application for certification must be
submitted by April 15.

1. In Internship B, Student Teaching, students will apply methods of curriculum and assessment, professionalism, effective teaching, and organization of
instructional settings in a foreign language classroom. Prior to starting Internship B, students must take a double-rated Oral Proficiency Interview and
score advanced low (as required by NCATE). During Internship B, students must take the Praxis IT Exam.

Program Notes:

e Courses identified as “critical” must be completed in the student’s first 60 semester hours of work in order for these courses to be credited toward
graduation.

e Normally, students pursuing the teacher certification concentration may apply 300 or higher level education courses and/or higher level FORL
courses to the cognate. The cognate is intended to support the course work in the major. The cognate must consist of twelve hours of courses at
the advanced level, outside of, but related to the major. In place of a cognate, a student may choose a minor consisting of at least 18 credit hours
of courses concentrated in one area that follow a structured sequence. A second major eliminates the minor/cognate requirement.

e Application and admission to the professional program in education/internship are required for all majors secking teacher certification. All
teacher education candidates must adhere to all education policies and procedures related to clinical expetiences and meet University and S.C.
Board of Education requirements in order to be recommended for certification. Information is available from academic advisors or the College of
Education, Office of Student Affairs, at 803-777-6732.

e The last 30 credit hours toward your degree must be earned in residence at the University of South Carolina-Columbia.
