It is the responsibility of the candidate to confirm through the 
Law Admissions Office that the program is still open before they 
apply. 

An admissions decision will be provided within two weeks of the 
date that the application is complete in the Law Admissions 
Office.

Candidates must notify the Admissions Office of the name of the 
alternative test (ACT or SAT) and the month and year of all valid 
tests. 

Candidates must comply with requirements for documentation 
of test scores and percentiles for each valid test administration.
